2. TRAVEL: All travel costs to and from Seville are at your charge. When booking, please try to arrive before 2pm on Thursday 10th of November and to leave on Sunday 13th after noon. Please do not make any reservation until your participation is officially confirmed by Europa Cinemas.

3. MEALS: Dinner on Thursday 10th November as well as lunches on Friday 11th and Saturday 12th, are organized and paid by Europa Cinemas.

4. ACCREDITATION: The Sevilla European Film Festival will provide a festival accreditation (free of charge) which will give you access to all festival screenings. 

5.  TRANSLATION: Simultaneous translation in English, French and Spanish will be provided for the three days of the seminar.
